Genetic Disorder Project (39 summative points)

Problem:  You, or someone close to you, has a genetic disorder that has changed your, or their, life dramatically.  You are on a mission to try and cure this disease (solve the problem).  
You and a partner will make a presentation (no more than 5 minutes) on a genetic disorder of your choosing.  During this presentation, one partner will portray a parent of a child (or an adult child) with the genetic disorder, while the other partner will represent the CEO of a Biotech/Medical Research Company (you chose the name).  

Your job:

· Convince the president of the US (your teacher) to provide them with $100 million towards research, development, treatment, or education of the genetic disorder. 

· You are role-playing.  This means you need to DRESS AND TALK the part.  Make up your names, the company you represent, your education level, etc.

· Be specific in how you allot the $100 million.  (research site, equipment, workers, research, etc.)

· Make a pamphlet (tri-fold) on the disorder that could be placed in a doctor’s office, fundraiser, etc. 

During your presentation you MUST use a visual (posters, pictures, PPT, or whatever you’d like) to get your ideas and concerns across.  Your tri-fold will be collected at the beginning of your presentation. 

Your grade will consist of weekly progress goals, your oral presentation, and genetic disorder pamphlet.
